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Introduction.

Webley & Scott, Ltd. is the outcome of an amalgamation of the two old established
businesses of P. WEBLEY & SON, of Weaman Street, and W, & C.SCOTT & SON. of Premier
Gun Works. Lancaster Street. Birmingham. the two largest Wholesale Manufacturers of High-
class Sporting Guns and Rifles in the United Kingdom.

P. Webley & Son. ‘The business of P. Webley & Son was founded at the commence-
ment of last century.  Farly in 1880 they recognised the great advantage of making revolvers
on the interchangeable system, particularly for Government work, and commenced experiment-
ing in this direction. After several vears arduous work, theyv succeeded in inventing the Mark T
Service Model, which was adopted by a Joint War Office and Admiralty Cominittee in 1887, for
the exclusive use of both services, and the First Lord of the Admiralty, speaking in the House
of Commons soon after its adoption, said that [T WAS THE MOST EFFICIENT WEAPON
of its kind, A large portion ol the works 18 occupied by specially designed machinery ol the
highest class for producing these weapons, In addition to supplving the British Government
and the Colonies, contracts have been exccuted for the Chinese Government, Argentine
Republic. and several IForeign States,

P. Webley & Son's Sporting Guns and Rifles are not so well known to the public as their
revolvers, every revolver manufactured being marked with either their name or trade mark, but
ninety per cent. of the guns and rifles manuflactured by them for the home market carry only
the names of the customers for whom they are made,

P. Webley & Son, in addition to enjoving a high reputation for Sporting Guns and Rifles,
have [or many vears held the premier position in the production of Rifles for fine Target work.

W. & C. Scott & Son.—The speciality of W. & C. Scott & Son is the building of
high-class Shot Guns for pigeon and game shooting.  Their reputation in Europe and America
15 second to none, their guns having carried off the chief prizes at all the principal pigeon
matches, including the Grand Prix at Monte Carlo, on several occasions,

Sinceg the " INTERNATIONAL GUN TRIALS" held at New York in 1873, when Scott
Guns came Tirst and Second 1n all four classes, they have been continually to the front in all
the principal Trial and Shooting Meetings, both at homne and abroad. Owing to their deservedly
high reputation, there are so many imitations by other makers, that 1t 18 necessary to caution
the public that no guns are genuine unless bearing the full name

“W. & C. SCOTT & SON.”

Guns with different initials, or combinations of initials, in conjunction with the name Scott
are not of their make. Their finest weapons, combining all recent 1mprovements, have
engraved between their name and London address, their Registered Trade Mark, © TIE
PREMIER, or “IMPERIAL PREMIER.”

Barrel Tube Department and Steel Tests. The scheme of asmalgamation ncluded
the establishment of a Barrel Tube Department, comprising Drilling, Boring, and Grinding
shops, which have been equipped with the most up-to-date machinery and tools for the pro-
duction of tubes [or barrels on the most scientific lines.

Mr. . T. Teasdale-Buckell, in his book, “ Experts on Guns and Shooting,” writes as
follows : 3
“On the Continent also, Scott guns are sold as such ; and in Italy they have a high reputation.

“In England a Scott or a Webley gun hardly exists, and we say this in spite of the fact that the
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“work can be bought freely in London. Whether it is always sold as Birmingham manufacture,
“isnot for us to declare ; but obviously, after it leaves Birmingham, that ceases to be the affair
of the manufacturers.

“Tt is well known that the makers of 303 double rifles, as well as those who turn out 250
“ doubles, have been -greatly troubled by the bursting or bulging of barrels in proof. This led
“ to several inventions for the holding together of the breech ends of the barrels without brazing.
“ Krupp's steel is changed in its nature when brazed, and Mr, Webley's experiments have, he
“tells us, shown a loss of strength by as much as ten tons per square inch.  In order to get over
“the difficulty with "256 doubles, he found it necessary to make the lump that is brazed into the
* barrels of a shape that would hold them without brazing. This he did by converting the outside
“of the barrels into small threaded screws, and inserting them for three inches into the threaded
“holes in a lump lashioned to receive them. This revives the principle of the muzzle loader,
“which had the breeches screwed into the barrels, the reverse of the above, which is screwing the
“harrels into the lump. Mr. Webley, however, is not of the opinion that there is any advantage
“in using Krupp's steel, and he has a special steel made for him which he terms the Webley and
“Seott.  This he declares is equally good steel with the Krupp, and will, besides, stand brazing.
“ Nevertheless in working it up for ‘303 double rifles, a saddle-back dovetail ITump is used, but
" brazing is also applied.

“Some of this steel we saw tested in the very clever instrument by which the resistance of
“steel to pressure is measured here. A picce of the steel of a barrel is cut off and turned down
“to the shape and thickness of a substantial wire: it is left thicker at the ends, and an exact
“length only in the centre is brought to the required thickness for test. No hammering or heating
“15 used. The two ends are then screwed into holders, and these again arc fixed in either pulling
“bar of the machine ; the weight is then gradually put on, and the indicator shows the weight
Sapplied just as 1t does 1 a spring balance.

“It has been remarked by engineers that gunmakers are, as a rule, ignorant of the mechanical

qualities of the steel they use, except by workshop tests of a very primitive kind. Thisreproach
“is not without a measure of truth, and as a consequence, the introduction of small calibre rifles
such as -303 and smaller sizes, with very high chamber pressures, was followed by difficulties
“which have cost the gun trade in London and Birmingham serious loss through barrels spoiled
“in proof, and in too many cases cither burst or bulged in use.  This defect was due to the use
“of mild steels, which however serviceable in shot guns, where the pressure, even with proof
“charges, does not exceed one-half of the elastic limit or one-third the breaking limit ol such steel,
“are quite unsuitable to prool pressures of over twenty-five tons per square inch, or even to the

“oft repeated shock of ordinary charges developing chamber pressures of four times the intensity
per square inch ol those in shot guns, ‘The system adopted by Messrs. Webley & Scott 1s an
“ application to small arms of the method [ollowed by the makers of large guns and by engineers
“generallyin cases where it is necessary to ascertain accurately the limit of elasticity and strength
“of the material used in all structures subject to stress.  Briefly, it is this; a piece (or several
“pieces) of the metal to be used, is cut from the forging, or the crude tube, and * turned.” that is,
“filed, to a standard size, say six inches long, and of a diameter of say one sixth of an inch. The
“ends are left thicker, and for the purpose of testing are firmly gripped by the machine, whichis
“then set in motion, and the specimen is thereby pulled slowly so as to streteh it. The machine
* registers the amount of force applied, which gradually increases as well as the elongation of the
“piece. The specimen stretches a little, but, if the pull be stopped, recovers almost 1ts original
“length. At a certain limit, which varies in different steels, the piece gives much more rapicdly,
“ and it is then found that on relaxing the pressure, it has been permanently lengthened and does
“not retract. The stress applied immediately before this happens 1s noted as the ‘elastic
“limit, and the process is continued until at a higher pressure the piece snaps in two, and this
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“ pressure is noted as the breaking stress. With mild steel in its annealed state the breaking
“stress is often double the ‘ elastic limit * stress.  Hardened or tempered specimens have a much
“higher elastic limit. and they are stiffer, but the brealking stress is not necessarily proportionately
“ereater. The metal doesnot elongate in the same way, and when dead hard, snaps at a length
“very little in excess of that it had at the elastic limit, in fact, with a highly elastic body like
“hard steel, glass, ete.. the fracture occurs almaost immediately aflter passing the elastic hmit.”

Since the above article was written, "256 and ‘303 rifles have to a large extent been super-
seded by what are now known as High Velocity Rifles, varving in size of bore tfrom "330 up to
600, the latter shooting 110 grainsof Cordite and a nickel-coated bullet, weighing goo grains, as
compared with 30 grains of powder and 215 grains of lead in the "303 cartridge. consequently it
has been necessary to find a steel capable of withstanding the enormous strain set up by these
largely increased charges.  Many months were spent i carrving out the necessary experiments
to find a suitable stecl. and eventually a special nickel steel was adopted which gives the highest
possible results as regards elastic limit, breaking strain and percentage of elongation.

The steel both for rifle barrels and shot guns 1s made specially to our own specification in
Sheffield. and every delivery is thoroughly tested before being accepted.

Hish Velocity Rifles.—The Weblev High Velocity Cordite Rifle is the outcome of a long
series of experiments undertaken to determine the possibility of making a handy rifle. equalling
in 1ts deadly etfects the old-fashioned and unwieldy 4 and 8 bore Black Powder Rifles.

Screw Grip. \nother important feature is the Webley Patent Top Screw Grip:
this was the mvention of Mr. T. W, Weblev, and was described n the “ I'teld " of November
pith, 1882, in the tollowing terms :

“1In this gun the chicef novelty is the bolting of the top connection. which is usually carried
“out either by a snap bolt. as in the Westlev- Richards’ gun, or by a cross bolt, as in Greener's
“treble grip.  In neither of these. however. is there any grip or draw in which resicdes the great
*power of the " double grip,” so well known to all modern shots ; but in the new top screw grip
“of Messrs, Webley, as introduced into this gun. an absolute gripis ellected, either with or with-
‘out a doll's head to assist it. The plan adopted is as follows:

*An ordinary Purdey bolt is made to act on the
“lump as usual, and is worked by a top lever and
“spindle with a cam at the bottom of an ordinary
“form. 3ut outside and round this spindle is

‘square-threaded small screw. which works in a

“female screw cut in the head of the break-off,
“close behind the top extension, and impinging
“on the doll's head. A section ol these bolts 1s

“seen that the turn to theright of the top lever, at the same time that it
“brings back the DPurdey bolt, allows the top connection to rise. an

“inclined plane being cut in the head of the screw grip for that purpose.
“In Fig. 2. (a) is the screw grip, (b) the Purdey bolt spindle, (¢, d) plan
“and clevation of Purdey bolt, and Fig. 3, the plan of the rod and
“spring which forces home the bolt and lever. The entire combination
“1s worked by the top lever fitting securely in the recessed head of the
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“screw grip, and by means ol the squared spindle () being all bound together by a screw pin

" being inserted from above. On a careful inspection it will be seen that it is full of merit, being
“exceedingly strong, and working in all parts very smoothly."”

Since the above was written, several thousand guns have been made with this fastening,
which has fully realized in practice all that was said about it at the time of its introduction.

Ejector.—Oflate years great improvements have been made in Ejector Mechanisms; a few Vears
ago they were very (_‘(‘_Hﬂp“l'}ii'ﬂ'] and easily got out of order, but the Webley ejector, as now made,
is one of the simplest of its kind, consisting as it does of only two limbs, namely —~the spring and
hammer, which are situated in the forepart. The locks of the gun are cocked by the dropping of
the barrel and the ejectors by the closing of the gun, consequently. the foree required to open and
close the gun is considerably reduced : the limbs being strong and simple. there is nothing liable
Lo gel out of order.

Single Trigger. Both the Webley & Scott branches have many single trigger patents, and
after several vears experimenting it has been decided to manufacture the one which has proved
the most successtul for several scasons past. It is on the two pull principle, and is quite the
soundest and simplest on the market. the extra limbs consisting of two pieces onlv. It works
independent of the recoil and there is no timing or intermediate pull.

Block Safety Lock. -By the invention of the Scott Improved Block Safety Hammerless
Lock. the gun is always safe from any chance of accidental discharge, by the lock jarring off in
shutting the gun after loading, or through a light pull-off, or failure or wearing of the notch of
bent in tumbler, or the firing of one barrel jarring

off the lock of the other. Tach lock with its
tumbler safety is independent of the other, and
can only be effected by 1ts own trigger. Should
the lock go ol in any way
other than by the pull of
the trigger, the hammer |
(b) will Dbe intercepted |

and blocked by a bar (a) c
shewn in drawing, and no discharge can take place. A bolt for locking the triggers is added.
either Lo use at will or to work automatically. The locks are verv simple in construction, and
made upon the same principle as the ordinary side lock, which can easily be taken off and cleaned
in the usual manner, or any of the limbs repaired by an ordinary workman.

Wood.—The wood used for the stocks, varving in figure according to the price of the gun, is of
the highest quality procurable. In order to obtain this result, it is NECessaTy to carry a very
large stock, which varies in quantity from 30,000 to 40.000 pieces: and it may be said, without
fear of contradiction. that we hold the largest stock of best Walnut in the country.

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IN SELECTING A GUN.

A PROPER fitting  gun should come up to the eye with ecase and accuracy ;  this result
will be obtamned when the weapon is built with due regard 1o the stature, length

of neck and arm of the future owner.

To determine this, try several guns to the shoulder, and endeavour to fix upon the most
suitable as to length and bend, then ascertain its crook by placing a perfectly straight piece of
wood along the whole length of rib, and extending over the stock to the butt plate; measure
the distance from A to A and B to B, as illustrated below ; also take the length from the fore
trigger to butt plate, C to C; and by furmishing the gun dealer or maker with these results, a

gunt can be built that will be the one with which the shooter can do most execution.

In selecting a gun, look well to the genuineness of the maker's name, and see you have

one of a well-known mannfacturer who has earned a good reputation.

Cheap guns never give satislaction;  they soon become rattle-traps, and cost their LSET,

ina short tune, as much for repairs as would have bought a first-rate gun at first.

The Lacks of a good quality gun ring well, the springs are evenly tempered and quick

in their action:  good workmanship is the first requisite if they are Lo weadr

The Bayrels should be of good metal and well proportioned, and the chambers for the
cartridges bored true, or the cartridges may burst after cach discharge, Above all, the Action
should be sound 1m0 principle, and all the bearing parts well fitted. Such a gun will insure

satislaction to the user and credit 1o the maker.
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
